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Letter from the Editor

Dear Readers,

We hope you attend the FOI Goddess Festival in Chicago. If you are unable to physically attend,
we urge you to participate in the main ritual, The Winged Pegasus, by attunement. And we
encourage you to share your experiences of this attunement!

This liturgy is primarily about the stars of the constellation Pegasus, and the initiations they
bring. However, the meaning of the myth of Pegasus cannot be ignored. Themes in the liturgy
are the powers of creation and destruction, and hidden depths within ourselves. The major
symbol is water but also air: soul and emotion, but also mind.

As hidden depths are revealed, power is released for creative action.
When the shell of our former reality cracks, raw emotion can flow out.

There are many allusions to power, for example, Cleito’s “serpent-rayed hair of power.” Her
hair is made of power. The serpents refer to Medusa, the mother of Pegasus, and her chimeric
hair. There is much power in these most ancient of beings, who were born of various kinds of
destruction.

The ancientness of this goddess is emphasized. Protozoan life emerged from her ocean. Our
DNA contains the history of humanity on this planet. The reptilian brain is there, along with
other stages of evolution...hidden deep within ourselves. The potential for the chimeara is there.

Do not take anything seriously when the power of Neptune is afoot. Events he inspires can be
profound; but they can also be illusory, and boundaries dissolve. The planet Neptune brings
forth deep feeling, consciousness below the level of awareness. Emotions can create illusions
that trick the mind. Water whipped about by wind takes on forms that dissolve a moment later.
They are beautiful or terrifying, but they are also ephemeral and illusory. They are ofwind and
water.

What does this say about the relationship between creation and destruction? The astral realm,
too, is populated by much that is illusory. How can we discern what is real and what is not?
How can we make good choices that are not destructive? How much can we release before we
ourselves dissolve? This liturgy helps us to ponder these things.

What is illusion and what is creation? That is one of the mysteries we hope to learn from this
rite.

Be aware of how you make others feel: because even the self is illusory, and isolation in our own
feelings is destructive. Emotions can deceive, and they are powerful. How we ourselves feel is

not the end of the journey but its beginning, for the purpose of emotions is to move us. The goal
is not to be tossed about by emotion but to listen to our hearts and ask for guidance. The



emotions move us, but the heart guides us. It has wings, like Pegasus, that can raise us out of our
own depths.

“Any “beings” that human emotions create and “feed” exists on the Inner Planes. That doesn’t
make the being “real” and certainly doesn’t re-write history. Such emotional creations are
illusions that distort our own search for “truth,” and are the main causes of war, terrorism, etc.” —
Karl Weschke.

When the wings of Pegasus draw us up out of the vortex of emotion, we gain some objectivity.
We now can think about how we make others feel. Necessary messages can be delivered
hurtfully, or compassionately... in a way that is healing, or a way that is destructive.

The journey to the three levels of reality within this liturgy is where we will receive
understanding.

The guide through these levels, Bellerophon, is an all too human hero. He has learned humility,
to his sorrow. That is why he can now be our guide.

May Cleito reveal to us the mystery of creation and destruction, of the emotions and the DNA.
May we learn to handle the raw power of these things, as well as the raw power of the unveiled
truth. Perhaps the watery veils drawn by the god Poseidon and the planet Neptune are there to
shield our psyches from this raw power. This is one function of the arts, which are ruled by the
planet Neptune. The arts are a way of conveying the truth softened by several veils. They can
delight our hearts, and bring magic to our mundane tasks. They can also make us think. The
priestess in this rite blesses water, and prays that this holy water will enable us to create using
our inner vision.

The Muses, companions of Pegasus, are absent from this rite. The focus is on Pegasus, his
divine yet animal nature. Animals are our relations, our companions, and our guides.

Especially, so are the divine animals in this rite, the zodiacal animals that represent the dynamics
of our psyches, and the animal ancestor within ourselves. Gratefulness and humility are the key,
otherwise we end up like Bellerophon, thrown off by Pegasus for his arrogance.

The god Poseidon is also a key player. His planet, Neptune, reveals yet hides. The Neptunian
waters are mystical and illusionary. They grant artistic ability and vision, yet also deceit and self
deception. The oceans are the source of life yet to navigate them safely we need guidance. In
this ritual, a winged animal raises us to the clear upper air, and a chastened hero, purged of his
arrogance, guides us.

Neptune has offered us some planetary challenges this summer. FOI member Kayelin Castell of
the Shamanic Astrology Mystery School says, “We are nearing the end of this wild and crazy
Mercury Retrograde (stationing direct on August 26 and leaving the degrees of the Retrograde on
September 8) that has featured an opposition to Mystical Celestial Neptune and three passes by
Regulus.” (www.shamanicastrology.com) These celestial events are noteworthy in light of The
Winged Pegasus.

“The golden star Scheat, the greatest luminary of Pegasus,” represents the third level of the
mystical journey to The Winged Pegasus. Here is some background about Scheat: “ The 24th
...Arabic Moon Mansion, formed by alpha Markab and beta Scheat, was Al Fargh al Mukdim,
the “Fore Spout,” i.e. of the water-bucket... signifying something pertaining to Water; while in
astrology beta Scheat indicated danger to mankind from that element.” [Star Names, Their Lore
and Meaning, Richard Hinckley Allen, 1889].

The key to surfing these waves is the relationship between the forces, astrological and
otherwise, within ourselves. In the great cycle of life and cosmos, all is in constant flux. Squares
become trines then sextiles...and then squares form once more. We go from obstacle to easy
flow of energy and back again, like day and night, winter and summer. Planetary aspects do not
last. Make use of them while you can. May gratitude and humility always prevail, for these
alternating currents and forces strengthen us inwardly. We need them, even if we do not like
them.

There are no answers in this letter, but may the questions be helpful. Perhaps that is the point.
Questioning, like questing, is creative. It opens the mind to receive. We have within us the
powers of creation and destruction. What shall our answer be?

Cleito is the mother of divine and animal nature. She has gifted us with both, what shall we do
with her gifts? May you find answers with the help of this rite. May Poseidon bless you with
safe journeys. May Cleito bring you to safe harbors. May Pegasus grant you his wings.

(http://www.isiannewsfoi.org/) The ambassador said we are five minutes to midnight regarding the diminution of
earth’s resources. She was aware that the pagan practice of the Bolivian indigenous people have similarities with
modern ‘Western” pagan practice. While I am aware that there are also differences that may not be in accord with
my own practice, the important thing is that the Goddess has been officially recognised by a democratically elected
government and this will lead to more recognition of the Goddess world wide.

To help with this restoration of the Goddess, I sanction Olivia’s suggestion that we light candles and send
the light forth to the indigenous people of the world. Five minutes to midnight on any day convenient to you would
be a good time to do this; if this is not possible, then any time could be symbolic of ‘five minutes to midnight’.

individual priestesses and Priests to offer their own form of training. Purely from a personal point of view | like
what Caroline has told me this morning so | have prevailed on her to offer her own method which is modern,
democratic and original. It allows the candidate to bring the Goddess into everyday life.

My brother and | were very clear that anyone could leave the Fellowship, including the priesthood and any
FOI group or course at anytime and that they will be sent forth with goodwill and kindness however annoyed they
are at the time! I don’t mind if they find spiritual support elsewhere. The Priestess allows the candidate privacy and
therefore freedom in their personal life. There should be no vows or secrecy. Let us be happy! Love is the Heartbeat
of the Universe.

From Caroline:

“Olivia has asked me to share the basics of my Priestess training.

My course is open to all who come with a genuine good heart. It is a very practical and the aims are for the
candidate to integrate the Goddess into the ‘mundane’ sphere, what we call everyday life, which includes ones’
work, hobbies, and other activities. This extends to some form of conservation work; practical or raising awareness;
Some similar work will be taken with animals and the environment. This is not as daunting as it sounds, trust me!
This complements academic research — hearing of your genuine psychic and spiritual contact with the goddess is as
important, if not more so, than you telling me what you have learned from books!

The practical work also complements this more esoteric work such as the daily meditations and psychic
attunements, FOI Liturgy rites, joining us in solo distant attunement, dream understanding, and bi-monthly group
meetings. To me the most important aspect of the role of Priestess is to give the oracle of the Goddess, and it is a
particular feature of the FOI priesthood. My course offers training with this.

The candidate finds that by the date of their ordination, they are already acting as a Priestess or Priest with
grace in all spheres of their life, including how they treat others, how they share, and how they treat themselves.
Equally, | see the role of the Pr/Prs offering an ordination course as one of bringing out the Pr/Prs already within the
candidate. No form of bossing or discipline should be present in the relationship. There can be no form of
domineering from teacher to student, the relationship is not healthy if the teacher acts like a boss, and the student
should not accept it. The newly ordained Prs or Pr is free to continue working with the same people, or to start their
own group and to go forth with blessings of the Fellowship.

July 28, 2011:
Memories of Preparation for Ordination & Other Initiations
(via Caroline Wise)

"A Priestess of Isis here in Avalon, Celia, asked me how my brother and | prepared candidates for
Ordination and other Initiations.

"Our essential aim for any Candidate was to receive direct revelation of the real existence of the Goddess.
This we achieved through the Candidate developing psychic and spiritual awakening through trance experience and
dream interpretation. Development of the Kundalini was all important for receiving the direct flow of energy
through the body. The Candidate was required to have a practical way to care for others through nature, social work,
care for animals or the environment.

"Practice of the Arts and Crafts was necessary for each Candidate to develop his or her unique gifts.
Lawrence and myself gave our sessions for eight day periods. We would assemble in the library in the morning and
each person was required to read a paper on some relevant subject to FOI. In the afternoons, we made pilgrimage to
a sacred place to cooperate with the local energies.

"At 6.00 p.m. we would assemble to experience magical journeys of the soul, where each person would
report on what they received spiritually. Here, some found the gift of Oracle, others of Healing and Counselling. We
accepted the equality of Teacher and Candidate, demanded no violation of their private lives or asked for any
binding vows. When we felt that the Candidate was accepted by the Goddess and her Consort the God, we would
then give the Rite of Rebirth, followed by Ordination in our Temple of Isis in full ceremony. The new Priestess or
Priest, in our experience, received a full flow of divine energy. They then, as was the custom of the ancient
Priesthood, gave their Blessing to the world, with a declaration of their future spiritual intent.”

Several years ago | started hearing about a film called Food Inc. and finally took time to view it last year. | was
stunned. Having been in the 'natural food' business for 24+ years, and a professional nutritionist, and a vegetarian on
& off most of my adult life, and a passionate animal lover, and an active environmentalist, | was stunned by what
this film revealed to me. Actually | was horrified. | spent the next 3 months and over 100 hours researching
everything in the film. | studied as many perspectives as possible via books, articles, films, as well as talking directly
to food manufacturers, farmers, and other retailers, always hoping to be convinced that the film was exaggerating or
simply inaccurate. The fact is that in the 16 months since | first watched Food Inc everyone | have met who has
seriously looked into the USA food industry to the extent that | have has come up with the same terrible conclusion.
If I buy or eat any food product that comes from a USA restaurant or grocery store that is ‘conventionally grown or
factory farmed' it means that | am supporting and encouraging the most horrific animal abuse in history; | am
contributing to a major ecological disaster; and |1 am risking my own good health in the process. It also means | am
helping to finance the huge profits of a billion $ global corporation like Monsanto so it can destroy small businesses
while taking over the pure heritage seed supply of the world.

To continue to buy and eat products from the American conventional food industry goes against everything I believe
in, especially what I believe about myself, so last year | made a commitment to consciously choose to buy and eat
only organic, non-GMO, pastured-fed, and ethically, sustainably grown food. This means | no longer eat out at non-
organic restaurants and | avoid sharing meals with many of my family and friends. | have become a member of a
local organic buying club and grow some veggies on my own. Although it has proven very challenging | am in the
process of transforming my health food store into a 100% organic place to shop. The word 'natural' means nothing
anymore and even the word organic is being mis-used. A product can say organic and create the illusion that it is
safe but unfortunately one organic ingredient does not compensate for the 10 other toxic ones. This is an insult to the
consumer and it is absolutely unacceptable.

To be honest, as much as | enjoy eating, it has not been that difficult to keep my personal commitment. My desire to
stay healthy and live up to my own ethics makes it very clear about my choices. What is actually a struggle for me is
knowing that there are many people | care about who are still clueless about what is happening to our food supply.
Many have never heard anything that has caught their attention or they may have heard some negative rumbling but
have chosen to ignore it (like I did). Others have bought into the myth that organic foods are too expensive for the
average person. The same average person who manages to buy their children the latest computer, cable TV, cell
phone or ipad, and who can afford soda, junk food, alcohol, cigarettes, or recreational drugs. Doesn't it make more
sense that those of us on a limited budget should spend our hard-earned dollars on fresh, healthy food to protect the
quality of life for ourselves and our families?

Food Inc. inspired me to open my eyes and look further outside my own box. | only wish I had paid more attention
long before now. | have the greatest respect for all of the people who, for decades, have attempted to bring this
awareness to the American public and | wish them continued success. "May the Sleepers Awake!"

1997-2011: The Veil between the Worlds (evolving ritual dance performed at every Samhain Ritual,
Salem, MA)

1998: Women with Wings (“There’s a river of birds in migration, a nation of women with wings...)

1998: Passion (The passionate movements of middle eastern dance styles)

1995: Rites of Spring (Peresphone as the rebirth of Spring - picking the flowers)

1993: What If? (Duality between female and male)

1992: Past Impressions (A Revolutionary Soldier reminiscences his lost love who appears to him in a
vision)

1992: The Beauty of Death (A dance honoring the Goddess Hecate and all Her mesmerizing qualities)

1991: The Dance to the Birch Tree (The tree unfolds as a dancer)

1990: Fallen Angel (Ode to Lilith: The myth of the Goddess Lilith)

1988, 1990: Mystere (Passionate, fluttering hands and arms lead the dancer through the light and
dark)

1987, 1990: Veiled Spirit (A veiled dancing spirit rises from the earth to live and dance with abandon,
only to miss the deepness of Mother Earth, causing her ultimate return)

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Dinah
13th Tribe of Israel?

Why is there no 13th or 14th or 15th tribe of Israel? It is their tradition and history that there are 12 tribes - there
were certainly more descendants of the Abraham besides the favorite son Isaac. There are many related tribes and
nations, but they are not the descendants of Israel/Jacob. The insistence upon a 13th tribe stems from modern
politically correct desires rather than history or religion.

Dinah is called “Canaanitish” because: 1) she went to associate with the Canaanite women in town; 2) to see their
ways; 3) Shechem chose Dinah and/or she chose Shechem, a Canaanite prince as her mate, in mutual agreement
(possible abduction marriage?). She was not raped, (that is not the Hebrew word used. "Taken" or "subdued" is the
word used, distinctly different from "rape”. Shechem was a prince who wished to marry her! That would have
made her a princess and her children heir to the throne of Hamor and Shechem!!! .. .but then she would be honored
or exalted over her shepherd brothers and father and his household. If Leah couldn't have a husband who loved her,
why should Jacob let her daughter have one?

Dinah's family deceived and betrayed her and her soon to be in-laws with lies and murder. This left her bereft of a
prince who wished to marry her! She now had no husband, no new home, stuck with murderous, thieving, teenage
brothers and a passive aggressive father (based on his action or lack thereof in this tale).

We should remember that Abraham, Sarah, Rebecca, and Jacob were all liars in order to gain advantage over others.
They used sex, sexual blackmail, deception, threats of curses, and fraud in their dealings with others. They cruelly
used women for their personal benefits.

Dinah's brothers were not Canaanites by descent or citizenship because they did not leave their tribes and family
when they married, even though some of them had Canaanite wives brought into their Jewish family. The family of
Jacob was a group of nomads who lived in Canaan. The odd thing is that Jacob himself calls El the "God of Israel”
(Jacob's personal god). El is the chief Canaanite god, so Jacob and his family are Canaanites by religion!

You can see Dinah as a Jewish ancestress, but she is not an Israelite tribal leader ancestress. Her children by

Shemech (usually one, sometimes two), as well as the tribes of two of her half-brothers, were not included as

'Israelites’. The legend of Dinah's daughter being the woman married to Dinah's brother puts Dinah's MtDNA
descendants in the tribes descended from Joseph, the brother born next after Dinah.

The Book of Job is not "plugged into" other Biblical stories directly, so her name as his wife is not mentioned in
O.T., but it is in the rabbinical literature. Job is the great-nephew of Abraham, not a member of a Jacobean/Israelite
tribe, although he was a second cousin of Jacob. El is the chief god of Job and his friends, too. Job's three
daughters get equal inheritance with their brothers, a fate better than their mother Dinah endured with her brothers.
The daughters are Jemimah (“Dove's Eyes,” “Warm,” “Beautiful as Day”), Keziah (“Cassia Flowers,”
“Cinnamon,” “Perfume,” “Beautiful Scent”), and Keren-Happuch (“Horn of Eye-paint,” “Gem-like Beauty”).
These girls are called the most beautiful in all the land. They correspond to aspects of the goddesses Astarte,
Athtart, and Asherah. They can be likened to the Charites or Kharites (Graces), the attendants of Aphrodite, as
goddesses of personal adornment, perfumery, and gentle graciousness.

Jemima, Greek Hemera - Dove or Dove Eyes, she is warm as the day that greets you. The Dove is symbol of the
Holy Spirit, the feminine side of JHWH, and easily seen as like unto Astarte, Asherah, Aphrodite, Dione, and
Athtart. Eirene Pleione is a title/name of Aphrodite as the Dove Goddess of Peace.

Keziah, Greek Kassia — Cassia blossoms, cinnamon incense, spice, perfume. Cinnamon was offered to & was
sacred to Aphrodite, Dionysus, Oshun, and Mylitta. (Bast and Hathor are perfume goddesses also.)

Keren Happuch — the horn of antimony, a cosmetic container made of horn and filled with eyeliner, likely of
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stilbium, or antimony. She is likened to an emerald. Goddesses corresponding to this daughter include Hathor,
Bast, Aphrodite, Astarte, Asherah, Baalat, Mylitta, etc. (Another goddess who holds a horn is the Venus of Lausel,
an ancient image of

a woman holding a ram's horn. [approx. 25,000 years old, France] The shofar is a ram's horn traditionally used to
call the faithful at New Year's, Rosh Hashanah - Yom Kippur. The horn held by the Lausel goddess has 13 marks
on it for a year of 13 moons - there is a connection to 13 for us! The horn is also representative of divinity in the
ancient Near East.)

Benjamin was the 13th child, not Dinah! His birth was the death of Rachel, Jacob's preferred wife. Dinah was the
11th child, daughter of Leah, the unwanted wife. Dinah's descendants were also Joseph's, so they are part of the
tribes of Joseph, Manasseh, and Ephraim. This is the joining of the grandchild of the unwanted and unappreciated
fertile Leah (Asenath) with the child of beautiful, desirable, semi-barren Rachel (Joseph). Dinah's lineage was
joined to Egypt when Potiphera adopted her daughter, child from the brief time she had with Shechem. We should
note that 'Shechem", easily pronounced 'Shekhem" or "Sekhem" is ancient Egyptian for 'vitality, power, force'. The
daughter of Shechem and Dinah is taken to Egypt. The name of the father may mean 'Power' as well as being the
name of the city, while the name of the mother is ‘Justice'. (Dinah, "Justice", is the 11" child, as well as the 11"
Trump in Tarot.) Shechem is also the name of a son of Manasseh, a.k.a. a great grandson of Dinah. It may be a
title, since it is the same as the name of the city, attested to historically since the Bronze Age.

Dinah brings Canaanite noble blood into her family, but the child, a daughter, must be raised elsewhere because of
the family 'shame’ of her becoming pregnant by the non-Israelite noble who wanted to marry her but was murdered
by her brothers. The baby daughter is taken to a land that honored and exalted the Female Divine; the future home
of her extended family. Asenath brings qualities of purity, spirituality, devotion, law, honor, etc. to Joseph's
household when he wed her.

Dinah and Asenath are each ancestress to three Jewish tribes (magic 3!) but neither is the chief ancestress of only
one. Her children and grandchildren were drawn to pagan worship of the Canaanite, Ugariti, and Syrian types, east
and north of where the tribes of Judah settle. Judah becomes the dominant tribe over time, and they later control the
political landscape and kingship in Israel.

Genesis: Hagar and Ishmael went to Egypt, Hagar's home. Sarah deceived and dallied with a Pharaoh in Egypt.
Joseph is sold to Egyptians at age 17. His family later comes to Egypt with their tribes.

Exodus: They leave Egypt generations later under the leadership of the Egyptian prince Moses.

Egypt inspires, enriches, and legitimizes the nomadic Israelites from the time of their patriarch on. (Yes, Onisa
city in Egypt also known as Heliopolis...) Potiphera ("consecrated to the Sun") is from Heliopolis, city of Re. His
daughter (Dinah's reputed daughter) is named Asenath, "She belongs to Neith".

The "-enath™ of her name is very like "Anat", too, another goddess adopted by the Egyptians. The Hebrews in the
O.T. calls Potiphera a priest, but he was more likely to have been the mayor or governor of the city of the Sun God.

The first biblical Deborah ("the bee™) was the nurse of Rebecca, who raised Jacob & Esau. She nurtured, nourished,
and helped Rebecca and then Rebecca's sons. It is interesting that this name is among the few that can be found
repeated as a name or title of an important woman in the Bible. The second Biblical Deborah, the prophetess and
judge, was also "the bee", a priestess, like the Melissai bee-priestesses in Crete and Greece.

Asenath received a visitation from an angelic being that brings sacred honeycomb and bees to her initiation into
Judaism.... It is said of the Torah that "she drops sweetness like a honeycomb"...

It is interesting that Dinah, the only daughter of Jacob named in the Bible, is a link to the Hebrew Goddess through
the archetypal roles in her life: her girlhood with close brothers (Anat, Artemis); maidenly love and maternity in
Canaan (Tanit, Athirat, Asherah, Astarte); and adulthood through old age in Egypt (Isis, Neith, Mut, Nut). Dinah's
body was returned to the land of her youth and love, Canaan, for burial close to her ancestors.

Jacob also had a daughter by Zilpah but her name is not recorded. “Of the ‘daughters of Jacob’ also, and the
‘daughters of his sons,” none are mentioned except Dinah and Serah the daughter of Asher, because they were not
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the founders of separate houses." (From the: "Keil & Delitzsch Biblical Commentary on the Old Testament' section
on this page: http://bible.cc/genesis/46-8.htm)

Dinah enriches the Abrahamic DNA lines with fresh blood. We should remember that her father and family limited
Dinah's choices. The Old Testament mentions marrying her to her brother Simon/Simeon to ‘cover' the family's
shame at her going off with a young man who chose her, giving in to her attraction to him. This shows the
patriarchal determination to keep the boys in power (nothing new there), even to the point of incestuous marriage for
the "only" daughter. >ick!< She escaped this and was eventually married off to Job. But ... maybe not - this link
has her married off to her brother Simon as he had vowed, after he slew her beloved Shechem. She or someone
bears Simon a son, Saul or Shaul, "... ben a (son of) the Canaanite woman."

When she says, "Whither shall | carry my shame?", some interpret it as shame at having been impregnated by
Shechem and held in his household, but | interpret it as shame that her family lied to, then deceived her intended and
his family (the local king and royal family, etc.) and his people — all the citizens of the city of Shechem. Dinah's
shame is that her family demanded conversion to Judaism as a condition for the proposed marriage, and her family
killed all the men while they were in pain recovering from their circumcisions! Shame felt at the sight of her
brothers killing all the men who had willingly converted to their religion and god! Shame that a prince who wanted
to marry her was murdered because of different customs and religion. What horror to see your brothers killing
unarmed men, plundering the town, brutalizing and enslaving the women & children - one could feel shame,
betrayal, and abuse from such dishonorable actions. The division between scholars over her marriage with her
brother is odd - some say they never lay together, others say that she had a son by her brother. Marriage to a brother
- how very "Egyptian™ of them, and not even a half brother at that.

Some scholars and Christian writers doubt that Dinah had a daughter who was then raised in Egypt. (They believe
all kinds of other things more 'odd' than that, though, don't they?) They propose that Potiphera was descended from
Arabs and was similar to Jethro in worshiping JHWH without being a Hebrew proper (Abrahamic), so that it would
not be an abominable act of marrying a non-Hebrew. This is part of the thread regarding Asenath's being or
becoming Jewish, to legitimize Joseph's offspring as Hebrew enough.

There is no 13th tribe of Israel. If one enlarges upon the written tradition of the Torah or Old Testament in order to
“find' a 13th tribe, then the number 15 makes more sense. There were 13 children and the two sons of Joseph who
were directly blessed by Israel/Jacob with shares of inheritance and dubbed leaders of their "tribes", an adoption of
his grandchildren as his 'sons', increasing their legitimacy through his blood lineage and favored child. Israel/Jacob
removed two of his sons and their tribes from his official list of blessed relatives, since they were slipping into
paganism and not helpful to the other brothers. Dinah becomes the grandmother of Joseph's tribes, and great
grandmother of Manasseh & Ephraim's tribes. She is an ancestor, not a chieftainess, of three Israelite tribes.

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Pegasus Sky Charts

When | research Fellowship of Isis mystery dramas involving the constellations, | usually spend time putting
together sky charts that match the constellations described in the rite. | was asked to look at "The Winged Pegasus”
from Psyche by the Rt. Rev. Deena Butta, whose group is performing it at the FOI Chicago Goddess Festival in
September 2011. So here's what | pulled together.

The constellation of Pegasus is today considered to be that of a winged horse. Well, half of a winged horse. Um, the
image is rising from the sea as the drops of blood from Medusa's head fall on it, after Perseus cut it off. Pegasus was
the son of Medusa and Poseidon, but was not born until Medusa died, as she was cursed into Gorgon form by
Athena for violating her temple. The Greek name for the constellation appears to have meant either "Springs of
Ocean" or "Strong," and drew on earlier Phoenician and Egyptian words meaning "ship" or "vessel." The
constellation has many names and forms in different cultures!

Pegasus' association with water, particularly springs, was associated through myth with the Muses. One story was
that as he rose into the air, his hoof struck the ground causing the Hippocrene springs to arise at the base of Mt.
Helicon, where the Muses lived. He was associated with other springs caused by his hoof prints, including the one
where Bellerphoon eventually captures him with Athena's help in his quest to fight the Chimera.

The four brightest stars in the constellation form a Great Square in the sky, one of the most prominent asterisms in
the fall sky. (An asterism is a collection of stars. All constellations are asterisms, but not all asterisms are
constellations. Excuse the technical terms.) The Arabs saw the square as Al Dalw, the "Water bucket™ of Aquarius,
or of a well, Al 'Arkuwabh, in which the bucket was used. In Arabic astrology, the first two stars, Markab and Scheat,
were considered Al Fargh al Mukdim, the fore-spout of the bucket, and the rear two stars, Algenib (Al Janah) and
Alpheratz, were Al Fargh al Thani, the rear spout of the bucket. These two pairs of stars marked the edges of two of
the Arabic manzils, or lunar mansions.

In Arabic and Vedic astrology, the 27 days of the Moon's visible cycle divided up the sky into segments, one for
each day from the first Crescent visible after New Moon to the last Crescent visible just before dawn of the next
New Moon. The Moon, a male figure in both cultures, moved to each segment or mansion from night to night,
where a different wife awaited him. (The lunar mansions in Vedic terminology are nakshastras.) The first mansion
coincided with the Pleiades, and moved eastward around the sky until reaching Pegasus, which comprised the 24th
and 25th mansions.

In Vedic astrology, the Great Square was seen as a bed or couch, and the four bright stars on the corners, Bhadra-
pada, its "beautiful” or "happy" feet. Markab and Scheat marked the fore-feet of the couch, Purva Bhadra-pada, and
Alpheratz and Algenib the rear feet, Uttara Bhadra-pada. Interestingly enough, Alpheratz, which is also known as
Sirrah (from Al Surrat Al Faras, the "horse's Navel"), is also the brightest star in the constellation of Andromeda,
which splays out behind Pegasus.

The Constellations Surrounding Pegasus Mentioned in the Ritual

As to the text in the ritual, the journey to Pegasus occurs during the lunar stage of the drama. (Dramas in Psyche
begin on the Earth plane, move to the Lunar/Astral, then Solar/Mental, and finally Galactic/Divine planes.) Lady
Olivia associates Bhadra-pada with the Celtic city of Gorias, and the Sword of Light, one of the four Treasures of
the Tuatha de Danaan. She then associates Uttara with the Celtic city of Finias, which held the Spear of Destiny and
scrolls of prophecy. She associated Purva with the Celtic city of Murias, which held the Cauldron of Plenty, and
then Scheat with Falais, the city which held the Stone of Destiny, on which the Kings of the Tuatha de Danaan were
crowned. Lastly, she mentions Al Janah, which is Algenib, as "a mystery."

I'm a bit confused, at this point. If Lady Olivia is starting at the larger scale of the two nakshastras combined as the
"Four happy feet of the beautiful couch," then moving in to the rear mansion, Uttara Bhadra-pada that consists of
Algenib and Alpheratz, and the fore mansion, Purva Bhadra-pada, that consists of Markab and Scheat, I'm not sure
why she then continues to break the asterism down into specifying the single star, Scheat, as the last of the four
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Celtic cities/treasures. That sort of leaves Al Janah/Algenib as the "fifth" star in a four-star figure, which is, indeed,
"a mystery" (to me, at least).

On the diagram of Pegasus at the beginning, I've tried to associate each one of the four stars with one of the cities:
Gorias with Markab, Finias with Alpheratz, Murias with Scheat, and Falais with Algenib, but that may not be what
she intended. On the other hand, it's the best | could manage with this drama, which takes you on a magical mystery
tour of the world's mythologies and the Spiral of Tiamat's coils.

AROMATHERAPY AND ESSENTIAL OILS

BASIL

Basil is a top note, i.e. the scent is stimulating and uplifting, so the aroma lasts for 24 hours. It is very much an oil
with a kick, blending well with bergamot, geranium, and hyssop. Therapeutically the uses for this oil includes
indigestion, gastro enteritis, headaches and migraines, muscular spasm, anxiety and depression, asthma, bronchitis,
and can be used neat on wasp stings. Magically, this oil is linked to Mars and fire, conscious mind, happiness, peace
and money. Do not take basil internally as it is toxic.

BENZOIN

Benzoin is a base note, so the aroma is sedating and lasts for about a week. The oil blends well with rose and
sandalwood. This was one of the substances the ancient Egyptians used to mummify the dead with. Therapeutically
the uses for this oil include stimulating the circulation, cystitis, rheumatoid arthritis, nervous tension, coughs and flu,
dry and irritable skin. Magically the oil is linked to Mercury and air, and is used for physical and magical energy,
and conscious mind.

BERGAMOT

Bergamot is a top note, and blends well with cypress, jasmine, lavender, and neroli. This oil is used to flavour Earl
Grey tea thus it is safe to take internally (1 drop of pure bergamot essential oil in your teapot is sufficient).
Therapeutically its uses include indigestion, colic, cystitis, sore throat, depression, bronchitis, and ulcers. Magically
the oil is linked to the Sun and fire, peace, happiness and restful sleep.

BLACK PEPPER

Black pepper is a middle note, so the aroma affects the body systems and metabolism and lasts for a couple of days.
It blends well with frankincense and sandalwood. Therapeutically, its uses include stimulating circulation, colic,
constipation, food poisoning, indigestion, colds, headaches, pains, catarrh, and coughs. Magically the oil is linked to
Mars and fire, alertness, energy, protection and courage. Inhale the scent when undergoing tough times. Sprinkle
some milled black pepper on your food if you have a tummy upset.

CALENDULA

Otherwise known as marigold. Calendula is a base note and blends well with lemon and lavender. Its therapeutic
uses include irritations of the skin, psoriasis and fungal infections. It is often used as a base oil into which other
essential oils are blended. Magically it is linked to the Sun and fire. Also it is used in psychic dreams, health and
comfort.
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CAMOMILE

Camomile is a middle note, and the oil blends well with geranium, lavender, patchouli and rose. Therapeutically it
is used for indigestion, ulcers, earache and toothache, painful periods, muscular pains, anxiety and depression, and it
is a well known soother of irritable skin. Camomile is also used to lighten blonde hair. Magically, the oil is linked to
Venus and water, being used for sleep, meditation and peace. Camomile is safe to take internally (1 drop essential
oil in a teapot), thus is a boon for those suffering from irritable bowel syndrome.

CAMPHOR

Camphor is a middle note and blends well with frankincense. Therapeutically, it is used for constipation, gastro-
enteritis, depression, debility, insomnia, shock and acne, bruises, wounds and as a respiratory aid. Magically it is
linked to the Moon and water, and its uses include purification, celibacy and energy.

CEDAR

Cedar is a base note, and blends well with bergamot, cypress, jasmine, juniper, neroli and rosemary.
Therapeutically the oil is used for cystitis, anxiety, dandruff, acne, insect repellent, bronchitis, and catarrh.
Magically the oil is lined to the Sun and fire, spirituality and self control. Cedar was well known in the ancient
world for being used as incense. Cedar should not be used by pregnant women.

CLARY SAGE

Clary sage is a top note and blends well with cedar, frankincense, geranium, jasmine, juniper, lavender, and
sandalwood. Therapeutically it is used for high blood pressure, sore throat, painful periods, depression, anxiety and
inflamed skin. Magically the oil is linked is Mercury and air, to euphoria and dreams. It is an oil with a kick, so do
not inhale the scent for long. Do not use in conjunction with alcohol.

CLOVE

Clove is a base note, and therapeutically its uses include indigestion, sinusitis, neuralgia, asthma and measles.
Magically the oil is linked to Jupiter and fire, and it is used for healing, memory, protection, and courage. Clove is
one of the most aromatic of the spices. Do not use clove oil neat on the skin, as it can irritate.

CORIANDER

Coriander is a top note. Therapeutically its uses include indigestion, flatulence, and rheumatism. Magically is it
linked to Mars and fire, memory, love, and healing. Much used in Asian and Mexican cookery as flavouring. The
scent of coriander is very exotic indeed.

CYPRESS

Cypress is a middle note and blends well with juniper, lavender and sandalwood. Its therapeutic uses include
chilblains, nose bleed, painful periods, muscular cramps, nervous tension, asthma and dry skin. Magically the oil is
linked to Saturn and the Earth, easing losses and healing. The oil can be useful for bereavement and ending of
relationships.

EUCALYPTUS

Eucalyptus is a top note and blends well with benzoin, lavender, and pine. Therapeutically its uses include cystitis,
colds, flu, headache, sinuses, infections, aches, pains, neuralgia, fluid retention, asthma, coughs, ulcers, wounds.
Magically it is linked to Mercury and air, health, purification and healing. Eucalyptus is a well known ingredient in
olbas oil and tiger balm.

FENNEL

Fennel is a base note and blends well with geranium, lavender, rose and sandalwood. Therapeutically its uses
include colic, constipation, food poisoning, nausea, diuretic, cellulite, fluid retention. Magically the oil is linked to
Mercury and air, courage and purification. Bitter fennel oil has been proven to be dangerous, so use with caution.

FRANKINCENSE

Frankincense is a base note and blends well with basil, geranium, lavender and sandalwood. Therapeutically the oil
is used for excretory problems, nervous anxiety and tension, respiratory problems like catarrh, inflamed skin and
ulcers. Magically, the oil is linked to the Sun and air, spirituality and meditation. It has been in use for thousands of
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years since ancient times as incense, and was once highly prized, hence offering to baby Jesus.

GERANIUM

This oil is a middle note and blends well with all oils, especially basil, the citruses (e.g. lemon and orange) and rose.
Therapeutically the oil is used for digestive problems, urinary disorders, throat infections, sterility, anxiety, fluid
retention and eczema. Magically the oil is linked to Venus and water, happiness and protection. Use this oil if you
feel that you are under psychic attack.

HYSSOP

Hyssop is a middle note and blends well with the citrus oils, clary sage, lavender, rosemary and sage.
Therapeutically, hyssop has been in use since Biblical times. It is good for normalizing blood circulation,
flatulence, kidney stones, debility, asthma, hayfever, bruises and wounds. Magically the oil is linked to Jupiter and
fire, purification, and conscious mind. People prone to epilepsy should not use hyssop, and neither should it be used
by pregnant women.

JASMINE

Jasmine is a base note and blends well with all oils, especially the citrus oils. Therapeutically, the oil is used for
menstrual disorders, childbirth, uterine problems, depression, debility, respiratory problems like coughs, and skin
problems. Magically the oil is linked to the Moon and water, and is used for love, peace, spirituality, sleep, psychic
dreams. Jasmine, along with rose and neroli, has the honour of being one of the most highly priced oils. Thus you
may find obtaining it as an aromatherapy oil (i.e. essential oil in a carrier oil) cheaper.

JUNIPER

Juniper is a middle note and blends well with benzoin, cypress, lavender, and sandalwood. Therapeutically, it is
used for stimulating circulation, colic, cystitis, painful periods, rheumatic pain, insomnia, stress, acne, eczema and
oily skin. Magically, the oil is linked to the Sun and fire, protection, purification, and healing. It is mentioned by
Dion Fortune in the Sea Priestess as being used in divination. It was also used as an incense in the ancient temples
of Babylon and Egypt.

LAVENDER

Lavender is a middle note and blends well with most oils, especially the citrus oils, clary sage, patchouli, pine and
rosemary. Therapeutically, the oil has many uses, commonly called the ‘first aid kit in a bottle'. Good for
circulatory problems, digestive problems, excretory problems, headaches, insomnia, earache, infections, muscular
aches, anxiety, debility, cellulite, flu, bites, burns, and inflammation. Magically the oil is linked to Mercury and air,
health, love, peace, conscious mind. It was known to the Romans who used to love bathing in it!

LEMON

Lemon is top note and blends well with lavender and neroli. Therapeutically its uses include anaemia, chilblains,
diabetes, arthritis, asthma, flu, insect bites and ulcers. Magically the oil is linked to the Moon and water, health,
healing, energy and purification. Lemon is generally an uplifting oil, but don’t use neat on the skin as it can irritate.

LEMONGRASS

Lemongrass is a top note and blends well with geranium, jasmine and lavender. Therapeutically its uses involve
colitis, indigestion, muscular tone and as a tonic. Magically the oil is linked to Mercury and air, psychic awareness
and purification. Lemongrass is a much used herb in Asian cookery. Don’t use lemongrass neat on the skin, as
again it can irritate.

MAJORAM

Majoram is a middle note and blends well with bergamot, lavender and rosemary. Therapeutically its uses include
lowering blood pressure, constipation, colds, headaches, painful periods, muscular pain, anxiety, insomnia, asthma
and catarrh. Magically the oil is linked to Mercury and air, peace and sleep. Majoram was well known to the
Romans. It should not be used by pregnant women.

MELISSA
Melissa is a middle note and blends well with geranium, lavender, neroli, and ylang ylang. Therapeutically it is used
for indigestion, headache, migraine, painful periods, tension, as a tonic, and for bee and wasp stings. Magically it is
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linked to Jupiter and air, peace, money and purification. In Roman times, furniture was rubbed with the herb to
ward off evil spirits. It was known to Culpepper to uplift the spirits.

MYRRH

Myrrh is a base note and blends well with camphor and lavender. Therapeutically, it is good for digestive
problems, excretory problem, ulcers and inflammations of the skin. Magically myrrh is linked to Saturn and water,
spirituality, meditation and healing. This is another substance that has been used as incense in religious rituals for
thousands of years, and the ancient Egyptians used myrrh cosmetically in face masks.

NEROLI

Neroli is a base note and blends well with benzoin, clary sage, geranium, and lavender. Often used in the perfume
industry. Therapeutically the oil is used for flatulence, anxiety, depression, insomnia and dry skin. Magically the
oil is linked to the Sun and fire, purification, joy and love. Often known as 'man trap', as it can be used by women to
attract the opposite sex. Like rose and jasmine, the pure essential oil is pricey, so you may wish to purchase this as
an aromatherapy oil.

NIAQULI

Not to be confused with neroli, niaouli is a top note. Therapeutically it is used for indigestion, urinary infections,
sore throat, bronchitis, insect bites and wounds. Magically it is linked to Mercury and air, protection and healing.
Scott Cunningham recommends this oil against psychic attack.

NUTMEG

Nutmeg is a base note and therapeutically it is used for digestive problems and rheumatism. Magically it is linked to
Jupiter and fire, energy, psychic awareness and money. Sprinkle alittle of the spice into a glass of warm milk to
help you sleep and if you have an upset tummy. Do not use in large doses, as it can bring on mental disorder.

PATCHOULI

Patchouli is a base note and blends well with bergamot, geranium, lavender, myrrh, neroli, pine and rose. Itis an
oil you will either love or hate. Therapeutically, the oil is used for fluid retention, anxiety, depression, sores and
wounds. Magically the oil is linked to Saturn and the Earth, love, sensuality, energy and money. Much used in the
1960's to disguise the scent of marijuana.

PEPPERMINT

Peppermint is a middle note and blends well with benzoin and rosemary. It is used in confectionery as a flavouring.
Therapeutically it is used for indigestion, stomach pain, headache, migraine, colds, painful periods, debility, flu and
inflammation. Magically it is linked to Mercury and air, conscious mind and purification. Peppermint is also one of
the few oils safe to take in tea (1 drop in a teapot of water).

PETITGRAIN

Petitgrain is a top note and therapeutically its uses include nervous tension and ache. Magically it is linked to the
Sun and fire, conscious mind and protection. The oil is also used in the cosmetic industry as a perfume in skin
cream preparations.

PINE

Pine is a middle note and blends well with cedar, rosemary and sage. It is widely used in bath preparations,
detergents and cleaners etc. Therapeutically it is used for gall stones, cystitis, sinuses, debility, asthma, flu and
bronchitis. Magically it is linked to Mars and air, healing, purification, protection, energy and money.

ROSE

Rose is a base note and blends well with bergamot, clary sage, geranium, jasmine, patchouli and sandalwood.
Therapeutically it is used for poor blood circulation, constipation, nausea, earache, headache, sterility, depression,
insomnia, stress and dry skin. Rose is the least toxic of the oils, so it is safe to take in tea (1 drop of the essential oil
in a teapot) and can be used on children. Magically the oil is linked to Venus and water, love, peace and beauty. If
you need uplifting, inhale the scent of rose to make you feel special (this is especially recommended for women).
Like neroli and jasmine, it may be best to purchase this as an aromatherapy oil as it is quite pricey.
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ROSEMARY

Rosemary is a middle note and blends well with basil, cedar, frankincense, lavender, and peppermint.
Therapeutically the oil is used for constipation, flatulence, stomach pains, headache, migraine, aches and pains,
debility, fluid retention, asthma, flu, dandruff and wounds. Magically the oil is linked to memory, love and
longevity. The ancient Greeks used rosemary as incense in their temples and love spells.

SAGE

Sage is a top note and blends well with bergamot, hyssop, lemon, lavender and rosemary. Therapeutically the oil is
used for diuretic problems, rheumatic conditions, nervous tonic, fluid retention, ulcers and wounds. Magically the

oil is linked to Jupiter and air, memory, conscious mind, wisdom and money. The American Indians burn the herb
as incense in their sweat lodges to produce vision quests. Sage should not be used by pregnant women.

SANDALWOOD

Sandalwood is a base note and blends well with benzoin, cypress, frankincense, neroli and ylang ylang.
Therapeutically the oil is used for colic, nausea, gastritis, depression, tension, cough, catarrh, sore throat, dry and
inflamed skin. Magically the oil is linked to the Moon and water, spirituality, meditation, love and healing. It has
been used as incense for thousands of years by the Hindus and Chinese.

STAR ANISE

Star Anise is a middle note; therapeutically its uses include flatulence, indigestion, migraine, painful periods and
coughs. It has a distinctive scent like liquorice. Magically it is linked to Jupiter and air. Its uses include psychic
awareness and enhancing psychic abilities.

TEA TREE

Tea tree is a top note and is so called, since it is the substance Captain Cook is said to have drunk arriving in
Australia. Therapeutically it is used for indigestion, colds, mouthwash, sore throat, bronchitis, wounds, head lice,
insect repellent and insect bites. Magically it is linked to the Earth and is used for purification. However, its
therapeutic uses far outweigh this as it has antiseptic properties. Much used in bath preparations as it is highly
cleansing.

THYME

Thyme is a middle note and blends well with bergamot, lemon, melissa and rosemary. Therapeutically its uses
include low blood pressure, digestive problems, colds, flu, sore throats, and irregular periods. rheumatism, arthritis,
insomnia, anxiety, depression, coughs, asthma, bronchitis, sores and hair loss. Magically it is linked to Venus and
water, courage, conscious mind, and health (also 'thyme heals all'?). The Romans used thyme to ward off evil
spirits. Thyme should not be used by pregnant women.

YLANG YLANG

Ylang ylang is a base note and blends well with all oils, especially jasmine and sandalwood. Therapeutically it is
used for high blood pressure, gastro enteritis, depression, insomnia, tension and oily skin. Magically it is linked to
Venus and water, peace and love. Inhale the scent if you are anxious, it will calm you down. This is also a nice
scent in your home.

Mesoamerican Resonance

Speaking of resonances between the Goddesses and their followers, | encountered a story among my recent readings
that I just had to share with you. Unfortunately, it has nothing to do with the Egyptian Gods. <shrug> | read a lot.

The particular book | was reading was Stolen Continents by Ronald Wright, which is a first-person account of the
taking of the Americas from the perspectives of the natives. It covers the Aztecs, Mayas, Incas, Cherokees, and
Iroquois, in three segments: Invasion, Resistance, and Rebirth. Needless to say, the experience for each of these
tribal groups was substantially different and, hearing it in their own voices is transformative.

The Goddess story that jumped out at me happened to one of the
Aztec indios during the period of Resistance, and involves an ancient
statue of the Aztec earth Goddess Coatlicue, also known as
Tonantzin. This statue depicts the Goddess as having two
rattlesnakes facing one another forming Her head, (see below, figure
1) a necklace of hands and hearts around Her neck ending in a
dependent skull, Her body is entwined with rattler’s rattles, and Her
feet lizard’s faces. Needless to say, the Catholic clergy and invaders
were horrified beyond hope, even though She was the wife of the
benign God, Quetzalcoatl.

Her main shrine stood on the hill of Tepeyacac, at the end of the
northern causeway leading out of Mexico City. The Catholic
hierarchy destroyed Her shrine, but was unable to destroy Her statue.
Despite their preaching against Her, hundreds came “from hundreds
of leagues around to celebrate the feast days of this goddess.” (p. 151,
Stolen Continents) In 1531, Juan Diego Cuauhtlatoatzin, a baptized
Aztec was haunting the ruin on this very spot, and received a visit
from the Virgin Mary. (The date coincides with the second great
plague to sweep through Mexico.) “The Virgin told Juan that She
had cured his uncle of smallpox; She then caused a painting of
Herself to appear miraculously on his cloak. Years later, the miracle
was accepted by Church authorities all too eager to believe in it.” (P.152, Stolen Continents)

pét;';ov'w;rt!
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This vision before the statue of Tonantzin became known widely as the Virgin of
Guadalupe, the patroness of Mexico. She is still called Tonantzin in Nahuatl by
the descendants of the Aztecs who recognize her as Coatlicue behind her Catholic
trappings. The early Spanish friars tried desperately to teach their flocks that the
Virgin could not be the same as Tonantzin, but were unable to convince them of
the truth they knew in their hearts.

So when you see all those candles on the grocery store shelf that display the Virgin
of Guadalupe, picture Coatlicue in all her glory standing behind the sanitized
Christian image, and remember that the Earth is stronger than the priests who try to
take away Her power because they are afraid to let Her be free!

There is more information on the Virgin of Guadalupe in the Wikipedia, although

it tends to downplay the more flavorful of Her Aztec predecessor’s trappings.

Following the Path of the Goddess in Ireland

Like probably most iseums in the world we had been dreaming of going to Clonegal Castle some day. And this year
we were determined to go! Some devotees in the iseums of Berlin began to write a list of interesting places for
pagans in Ireland. Soon it grew very, very long... Unlike the European Continent, the Isle of Eire at the Western
outskirts of Europe was only conquered a few times. The big changes of the European barbarian invasions in the
3rd to 6th century passed the island by. Christianity was spread without bloodshed and Ireland did not take part in
World War Il. So a great number of sacred places were never destroyed by deliberate violence; rather, Mother
Earth covered them under a thick carpet of grass in the current of centuries. The old myths and traditional
awareness of leprechauns and spirits of Nature survived in the minds of the Irish people, dwelling in the same
place for ages.

In the process of arranging a travelling route for a trip of 7 days, we realised that now it was time for sacrifices!
After some moaning and arguing we had dropped at last about half of our favourite places, and then we focussed
on the full half of the glass.

An excellent helper for preparations and during the trip was a special guide-book: Sacred Ireland. A Guide to the
Sacred Places of Ireland, Her Legends, Folklore and People, by Cary Meehan,; Glastonbury, UK, c2002. It contains
descriptions of many sacred places in alphabetic order, famous as well as lesser known ones.

At the end of April a party of seven fellow travellers,
friends and members of the lyceum and iseum of
Berlin/Germany, landed in Dublin. Especially our two
Ladies of the Noble Order of Tara were most happy to
visit Tara Hill, 50 km north of Dublin. There once was the
capital of most of the spiritual and political power in
Ireland in the Celtic days, but the roots of Tara Hill go
back to prehistoric times. Now you see a wide site of
grassy hills and stones, their energies are still strong
today. Our people fell into deep meditation, forgetting
about time and (actual) place.

SN Mg About 20 km from Tara Hill is another famous site: the
complex of prehistoric passage tombs of Newgrange and Knowth from about 3000 B.C..
What you see today are huge grassy mounds decorated at the foot with stones
showing elaborate ornamental patterns. Highlight of this visit was the simulation of the
dawn of winter solstice inside one of the tombs. After we had entered the narrow
passage, one after another with our heads lowered, a group of 20 tourists stood in the
central chamber deep inside the hill. The guide said some encouraging words and then
- with the consent of all - switched off the light. For quite a while we remained in
absolute darkness with no sound at all from outside, yet feeling warm and safe like in
the Goddess” womb, even the children were o.k.. And then a first, faint ray of light that
had come through the eastward passage crept in at the floor of our chamber. It grew
stronger, hit the central stone at the front side and filled the chamber with bright light.
Everyone in the room was touched with warm gratitude, the smaller children
squeaking with joy.

Our next stop was Navan Fort near the city of Armagh in Northern Ireland, 70 km north
of Newgrange. Here once was the capital of the kings and queens of Ulster and the
sacred seat of the Goddess Macha; this is "Emain Macha" which we know from some of
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our liturgies. Nowadays it is a wide area of grassy hills, all of them still to be excarvated. We concentrated on one
of them: the energy of the guardians was clearly to be felt at the foot of the hill. We honoured them and were
allowed to pass. Our party was strongly attracted by various trees on the hill and had meaningful meditations at
their trunks. On the top of the hill we stood well grounded on earth and tradition with our heads close to heaven’s
cosmic rays, with other prehistoric hills at our back, viewing the one with the cathedral on top, in memory of the
place where St. Patrick began the Christianisation of Ireland. This was the strangest lesson in history we ever had.

A companion of our party had insisted on seeing the Beaghmore Stones, another 40 km further up north and about
320 km away from Clonegal Castle where we were supposed to be the next day. This site does not seem a well
known place of tourism: very few sign posts to find it, no souvenir shop, no cafe... just seven stone circles, some
stone hills and an “avenue” of stones lined up in two rows - and the bare, rough landscape of the moors. It was
absolutely worth the effort to come up there, in the end we wished we could stay for a week to meditate in each
of the stone circles, their energies touched different issues of life. And since so many different experiences were
concentrated on this small area, we called it a “school for druids.” Archeologists have not yet figured out what the
purpose of these stones had been.

We made it on time to Clonegal Castle,
and had a good rest before. We felt
deeply moved to stand really and truly on
the grounds of the Castle on this brilliant,
sunny Beltaine Saturday, and to see,
smell, and sense the energies of the place,
so familiar from pictures. Lady Olivia led
the Beltaine procession of about seventy
people down the miraculous avenue of
yew trees and over meadows, showing
the early flowers of the year, into a grove
of thuja trees where we invoked the
deities. The procession set on to the ruins
of the old abbey and prayed there for
divine protection for all animals, plants
and elemental beings. Then we were led
down to the Temple and Shrines of the

- Castle for the main part of the ceremony.
Goddesses and altars wherever you turn your head, you can t help turning your back on one or another deity!
Surrounded by divinity, we inhaled dense, sacred energies with all our senses. It did not matter whether we could
understand each word of the ceremony Lady Olivia conducted. For some of our travelling party, this was the first
encounter with the core of the Fellowship. For others it meant moments of disturbance and healing; the
founding of a new priory in the Order of Tara; or coming home to the Hearth of the Goddess. After the
ceremony,y everybody came to the pub at Clonegal village to chat and have some snacks. In Lady Olivia’s Isis of
Fellowship you may have read about this habit, and here it turned into a lovely experience for us.

What is left to do, what can be interesting enough after such a day of high vibrations? We did not ground
ourselves for a quick descent to everyday’s necessities, we allowed ourselves to fly high; why, we were on holiday!
That Beltaine night we assembled in one of our bedrooms, - we wanted no public restaurant - brought snacks,
sweets and drinks and talked all night.

The next highlight on our way was Lough Gur, a mystic place with lake and hills, connected with the God Lugh of
course. Legends tell that the veil between the worlds is especially thin there. Yes, if | were to find a symbol for
Samhain in nature, it would be this scenery. And we got there on the only grey and misty day of our journey. Near
to the lake is Ireland’s biggest stone circle, the Grange Stone Circle, surrounded by a chain of hills that go perfectly
with the ring of stones. The two entrances are directed to the position of the sun at Beltaine and Samhai; and we
believe that seasonal celebrations take place here again nowadays. The guardian spirits at the gates were strong
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but allowed us to pass.
We put little offerings
were other people had
already put theirs. And
we had the whole sacred
place to ourselves, no
one else was visiting! In a
meditative walk we came
to different stages inside
the circle: a spot that
seemed to suck us into
the earth, a place of 2
judgement and ? - :

purification, a place of comfort and healing under a wise tree etc. In the middle of the circle we performed a ritual
of thanksgiving and sent rays of blessings from this special place.

For our last stop before Dublin, we had chosen Kildare, Brigid’s sanctuary with a monument of Her fire on the
market place. The bright power of the Goddess seemed to pour from the main altar at St Brigid's Cathedral —
Pagan and Christian belief in harmony! And there is Brigid's healing spring very close to Kildare, worshippers of all
beliefs honour the place, pray in the garden and leave their little gifts; we had a ceremony among other visitors
and worshippers, all praying in their own tradition.

The last day we spent in charming Dublin. Some of our fellow travellers set out to purchase a handmade Irish drum
for shamanic drumming (they came back with 3 beautiful pieces!) and the others went to the Department of
Archeology of the Irish National Museum. This most beautiful museum opened in 1890 and is right beside Leinster
House, a ducal palace, the home of the Irish Houses of Parliament since 1922. At this very special address Ireland
honours her heritage. Objects from prehistoric 7000 B.C. on, from Cetic and Viking times to the middle ages are
there, elaborate gold treasures fill many show cases and send their high vibrations to the visitors.

There are many, many more interesting places in Ireland, but we would have been too tired to explore them, even
if we had stayed for some more days. We went home full of gratitude, overflowing with impressions and very open
for more possible trips to other sacred places.

* in case you want to go to the Beaghmore Stones:
leave the A 29 from Armagh at Cookstown , turn west on A 505 for about 10 km, turn north on small country roads
to Dunnamore, and try to find a sign post for the last 3 km.

The mysteries of the Great Moon Goddess manifest her eternal nature as the ebb and flow of birth, life and
death as she rules over the unknown reaches of the vast endless nighttime sky. Watching her silent journey in the
dark midnight sky we experience over and over again the dawning of the new crescent life growing into the full
circle of brightness, and her inevitable slow demise and then the total darkness until she mysteriously reappears once
again. To our ancient ancestors these cycles mimicked the three stages of a woman’s life. The Feminine Moon
became the Triple Goddess, whose threefold phase of Maiden/Virgin, Mother/Fullness and the Crone/Aging are also
represented as the Receiver, the Creator and the Destroyer of Life. The Moon Goddess is also symbolic of the three
fates: the first is Clotho who spins the thread of life from her distaff onto her spindle, the second or middle is
Lachesis who uses her rod to measure and weave the thread into the cloth of life, and the third and final is Athropos
who cuts the thread/cloth thus choosing the manner of a person’s death.

Isis our most powerful and widely worshipped Goddess was not only a Moon deity, but a Goddess of the
Sun as well. Though most known as the Sacred Mother of Horus, Isis more than any other Goddess persona
embodies the triple aspect of the Maiden, Mother and Crone. Ever the beautiful maid as the Goddess of Love, she is
also the Divine Wife and Mother and the Queen of Magick who ruled over life and death.

Once each month we expectantly welcome the Virgin/Maiden aspect of the Waxing New Moon peeking
through the darkness. She is carefree, youthful and brimming with new life and the beckoning promise of new
beginnings. Money-drawing spells are very potent at this time, as well as making wishes to bring good luck, love, or
to get a new job. Trim your hair and nails during the New Moon to promote thickness, strength and healthy re-
growth. The New Moon Maiden rules over the hopefulness of the springtime months in all their budding beauty.
She is a fearless yet innocent Virgin Goddess who comes to us as the Goddesses Artemis, Diana, and Pallas Athena.

The ripe Full Moon Goddess symbolizes fertility, a growing mother’s knowledge, nurturing, and love. Her
full-bodied roundness glows brightly in the night sky. Her image represents the summertime months in all their rich
abundance, and the Autumn’s bountiful harvest. Her Great Mother Goddess aspects come to us as Isis, Kwan Yin,
Demeter, Tara, Aphrodite, Venus, Ishtar, and the Earth Mother Gaia. During these Esbat rituals an experienced High
Priestess can draw down the Moon into herself and partake of the awesome Goddess energy that is ripe within the
Full Moon.

The circle repeats itself endlessly throughout time as we come to the third and final phase, and to me the
most potent, the Waning Moon. Here we have the powerful Crone who embodies the last fading crescent of
moonlight, and who as Goddess is filled with inner strength rising from a lifetime of experiences. This powerful
representation of the Dark Goddess represents our fears of the unknown, of death and of change. The Crone’s
dominion is the darkness as she becomes the destroyer and taker of life. Her nature rules over Magick, mystery,
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sexual power, and all worldly accomplishments. She is simultaneously the misunderstood and feared Wise One,
Grandmother, Queen of the Shadows and the Underworld, Mistress of Initiation, and the Gatekeeper of the Realms
of the Dead. Her thin crescent light fades into the dark eternal night sky, as does the final cycle of our lives.
Imagine her presiding over the Cauldron of Life, conjuring images of death and rebirth, for the end must come in
order to begin again. Accepting her powerful image can provide wisdom, comfort and understanding to us as we
approach the final years of our lives. She is the barren Winter underworld with hopes of rebirth.

The Waning Moon is a time to banish from your life anything you wish to be rid of, such as anger, jealousy
or laziness. It is a time of cleansing in preparation for the pre-destined new moon’s return.

As we fear yet embrace the Dark Goddess, her Divine persona comes to us in many ancient guises; the
Witch Queen Hecate as protectress of midwives and the guardian of the crossroads (ask her favor by leaving her
offerings of bread and honey at a crossroad); the birth-and-death Mother Kali, the devourer of her children who in
turn is also the giver of life; and Peresphone as Queen of the Underworld who descends into the depths of the earth
each Winter to return for her annual rebirth into Spring; the sweet luring songs of the Siren/Mermaids, who cast
spells of ship-wreck and finality upon those who listen; Cerridwen stirring her Magick Cauldron, the source of death
and life; and Adam’s first wife, Lilith, condemned and viewed by the fearful patriarchal Christians to fly through the
night sky giving birth to demon children thus becoming the first and most famous Night-Hag.

Ancient society categorized the village wise-woman as the characteristic Crone (Witch). She was the
midwife, healer, medicine and cunning woman, and elder of the community. She grew herbs, mixed her potions,
tended the dead, healed the sick, and birthed the children. Symbolic of the fading crescent moon, she became the
Crone who was at the end of her years but held vast knowledge and offered patience and guidance for those who
would listen. As the learned midwife her position in the community was as revered as it was feared because she
helped bring the awesome mystery of life into the world. As healer she held the power of life or death with her
medicinal remedies and nurturing wisdom. To our horror many midwives and healers lost their lives during the
burning times as the patriarchal religions and organized medical profession’s jealousy swept through the land.

Let us embrace all that the Dark Crone Goddess represents. She is the wise-woman in each of us who is
satisfied with her accomplishments and is willing to pass her unique knowledge on to future generations.
Embodying the third and final cycle of the Moon’s eternal dance, she will inevitably reincarnate as the New Moon
Virgin Goddess.

#9: Huntington Castle, Continued

While Huntington Castle is certainly of great historical and artistic interest, one of its most fascinating
features is its relationship to its natural environment. The Temple of Isis within Huntington Castle is an
extension of the magical land on which the castle sits. The brilliant, transformative energies radiating
from the Temple both nourish and are nourished by the land surrounding it. The castle is a living force
for transmutation.

Among Ireland’s many contributions to the world is its unique kind of
spirituality, which seeks the divine in nature and the arts. Geologically,
Ireland is covered in boulders left by glaciers. It is not hard to see how
the ancients took their inspiration to erect standing stones, stone circles,
and dolmens from the character of the land itself. There are many of
these structures surrounding the castle. It is easy to see how the
Fellowship of Isis was born in Ireland.

The castle is reached by a

: tree-lined drive that runs at
right angles from Clonegal’s main street. The River Derry runs
close alongside the castle and its lands. Immediately
southeast of the castle is a field in which is seen the pre-
Christian Bullawn Stone, also known as the Wart Stone, the
water of which has healing properties. He castle becomes
visible through a tunnel of green which leads to a place of
great natural beauty. Here are found tall ancient trees, rose
gardens, and fountains.

Mount Leinster is a stern, watchful presence in the background of Clonegal. It is connected to the
Blackstairs Mountain range. Climbing Mount Leinster is an incomparable experience. It is definitely an
effort. At the summit is a cairn where an ancient king is buried. But hang gliding also takes place there,
because the winds are very powerful and continuous. Mount Leinster is an interesting combination of
gravity and uplift...powerful earth and cleansing wind. Mount Leinster offers physical as well as spiritual
challenges. To climb it is a pilgrimage, and can also be an initiation. The mountain encourages and
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communes with you every step of the way. It will not let you
turn back. There is a sense at the top that it continues on
invisibly.

Black Rock Mountain is next to Mount Leinster, but is quite
different in character. Mount Leinster is made largely of
granite and is tough and dry. Black Rock Mountain on the
other hand is grassy, rounded, and welcoming. Its outcrops
of gleaming mica
schist resemble
puddles, which are
also common, along
with pure white quartz. Horses wander its slopes. It is gentle
and lunar in comparison to Mount Leinster, which has more of a
martian quality. While it is not easy to climb these mountains,
coming down is almost more difficult...as if there is reluctance,
on both parts, to break the connection!

Another cairn at the summit of Black Rock Mountain invites peaceful
pausing and communing, in the absences of harsh cold wind. A natural
rock formation resembling a chair, with a table or altar, seems perfectly
suited for ceremony. Between Mount Leinster and Black Rock
Mountain are nine standing stones honoring nine ancient chieftains.
Situated as they are between Mount Leinster and Black Rock Mountain,
they delineate the mystical boundary between 2 worlds.

The castle and local buildings might be made of the same
material as Mount Leinster. But regardless of whence the stone
derives, it is possible to enter an extremely deep and sound sleep
in Clonegal. This may be a gift emanating from the very stone of
which it is built. This is a place where you come to be restored
and to reconnect with yourself...like a temple of sacred sleep!
Bridge Cottage is a 200 year old rose-covered retreat where such
things are possible. The Hon. Secretary of the Circle of Brigid
can help you find out if it
is available when you
come to Clonegal.

At your daily sunrise and sunset attunement times, when you
reconnect to the Fellowship of Isis, be aware also of Clonegal,
Mount Leinster, and Huntington Castle. The energy of Mount
Leinster and Black Rock Mountain are accessible from a great
distance, and are an important part of the spirit and magic of
Huntington Castle and its Temple of Isis.

The rise of the 5" race

Become a pyramid amidst the circle of eternity
(Egyptian saying)

The Heavens coupled with the Earth, and the planet, drinking in the sky, swayed slightly. The entire cosmos was
born.

We descended to Earth to help its inhabitants find the lost paradise.

The barque of millions of years stopped above the 30" parallel, and we descended smoothly to the place later known
as Kamit, Koptos, Egypt.

At first all was done at the level of the consciousness of the 7™ race, the gods, but when civilisation was created, the
5" race, our own, emerged. 5 races pass through the involutional male cycle, each having representatives of all
levels of consciousness — the octave of development. The second cycle, female, evolutional, begins with the 6" race,
and, in the 7", merges with the celestial ones.

The 1% thing we did was to build the pyramid Ast, which means ‘star of Isis’.

With the help of the ankh, the key of life, and the bow of the covenant, Osiris carried blocks of stone through the air.
I chose the spot, strictly in accordance with the layout of the stars of the celestial Duat, and established the Astral
Temple, placing in it the entire cosmic programme and the science of light and its transformation.

I myself drew the map of the pyramid, with its secret chambers and corridors. Granite slabs and blocks of limestone
were fashioned by Thoth from a cliff and shaped by him with the help of a cosmic ray.

The Nile — the heavenly river — reflected in its twists and flows the course of the Milky Way, the seeds of Osiris.
The Earth eagerly absorbed the life-giving moisture, and was fertile, like the Great Mother.

Osiris and | worshipped Ra, the source of the Fohat (quantum energy of light) and electricity both in heaven and on
Earth. Ra is absolute harmony, conjunction, the unity of the original male and female essences, the brahmajyoti,
Nirvana, the eternal intelligence, the soul and the spirit. The people worshipped us, the great Isis and Osiris, the
mother and father of cosmic space and time, representing the One Ra in Eternity.

This spread over the whole Earth, and existed as long as our powerful civilisation.

The cosmic knowledge that we gave allowed the initiated to raise beautiful cities and temples, to build towers and
pyramids. One language was spoken everywhere, with the Russian root ‘ra’, meaning ‘gold, sun, heavenly light’,
because in ancient times the language of Earth was also spoken on Sirius.

“His great mother protects Horus and destroys
those who rise against him...”

Long, long ago, at the dawning of the world’s civilisation after the great flood, the stars in the sky arranged
themselves in such a way that the 5 supreme powers, headed by the great mother of the universe, Isis, and father
Osiris, descended to Earth. In the land of Kamit, they left a chart of the heavens.

The Milky Way, along which the gods had descended to Earth, was materialised in the water way channelled across
the blessed land of the cosmic travellers. This river was called the Nile, which means heavenly ‘ile’ or soil, the
starlight or milk that spreads over heaven and earth.

In fact, language came from the heavens; the particle ‘ile’ contains the first mystery of being, the basis of the life-
existence and fertility in water, or the light-flo that gives form to every living thing. It is no accident that all
theonyms contain the root ‘ile’, which means ‘divine’. Thus, for instance, Iliad, Helios, II’ya Muromets, I1’ya the
Prophet and so on. ‘Ili” means ‘god’ or ‘light’, hence the word ‘illustration’, which is the light-form of a thing or
event, ‘illumination’ (lighting up), ‘illusion’ (imagining or ‘maya’), idyll (peaceful harmony).

Following the name of the River Nile (in ancient Greek ‘Aigiptos’), the ancient land of Kamit later came to be called

visitors. They form the exact shape of the stars in Orion’s belt, which points directly to Sirius-Sothis rising in the
eastern part of the sky. This is one of the brightest stars; it represents a dual star system and can be observed from
any point on our planet. Sirius is thought to be the star of Isis, and Orion that of Osiris.

Here, on the bank of the Nile, in the bitter mists of morning, gave birth and suck to her beloved son, Horus who is
Osiris incarnate. From childhood he was fed on the mist, divine, life-giving moisture; pure of soul he was, and
trustingly open to the world. Because Horus was the embodiment of light and virtue, darkness in the shape of Seth,
repeatedly persecuted him and sought to vanquish and destroy him.

(subtle bodies). When it is dense and thick, the gaze is dim, when it is fine and light, the gaze is sharper. So it is with
the soul, for it, too has membranes, incorporeal like the soul itself. These membranes are the ethers within us. When
they are light, fine and pure, the soul is intelligent, and vice versa, when they are dense, thick and clouded, vision
and premonition are as they are during bad weather — souls do not see far, but only what is right under their feet.’

Horus was illuminated in the mysteries of heaven and earth, and knew the universal cosmic reality. He knew that
what was above was also below, and what was below was reflected above. His land, the planet Egypt, then became
such a reflection.

The star map was transferred to Earth, and its creators, dwelling on the world stage, were playing their heavenly
script, reflecting the cosmogonic events on Earth.

Towards morning, the fair Hathor (who embodies the strength of the sun), appeared in the form of a young maiden
to assist Horus. She comforted him and bathed his gaping wounds with the milk of a young gazelle. His patron,
Tekhuti , also came. As in the case of the scorpions, he helped Isis to heal her beloved son. Horus recovered his
sight.

But Seth would not rest. He decided to smear the reputation of Horus before the court of the Ennead, as Isis had
foreseen in her vivid dream. Isis came once more, and gave her power to Horus, and he became invincible. As is
written in the pyramid scrolls:

Horus vanquished Seth and became UR-Uakhtit. The sacred form UR-Uakhtit, the winged sun-disk with 2 uraea,
symbolised the goddess Nebekhet on the right and Uakhtit on the left. Therefore Tekhuti proclaimed that UR-
Uakhtit must adorn each temple as protection against evil. (The Myth of Osirisis’ Resurrection, verse 17 )

In the presence of the Ennead, Horus triumphantly ascended the throne of his father, Osiris, as had been foretold
from the beginning. He became the lawful king of Egypt. Seth was bound in chains and brought before the court.
Before long, he was obliged to make peace with his divine nephew, for which Ra released him from his fetters. Ra
sent Seth to remain in the heavens as the lord of storms and defender of the barque of millions of years.

‘Illi” —the light of the Milky Way — began to shine in time and space. Evil was transformed into good, for everything
in the world under the moon, as well as in the sky, is subject to the one source of light, law and the order of Maat.

MANIFESTO

Growing numbers of people are rediscovering their love for the Goddess. At first, this love may seem to be no more than an inner
feeling. But soon it develops; it becomes a longing to help the Goddess actively in the manifestation of Her divine plan. Thus, one hears
such inquiries as, "How can | get initiated into the Mysteries of the Goddess? How can | experience a closer communion with her?
Where are her nearest temples and devotees? How can | join the priesthood of the Goddess?", and many other such questions.

The Fellowship of Isis has been founded to answer these needs. Membership provides means of promoting a closer communion between
the Goddess and each member, both singly and as part of a larger group. There are hundreds of Iseums and thousands of members all
over the world, since the Fellowship was founded in 1976 by Lawrence, Pamela and Olivia Durdin-Robertson. Love, Beauty and Truth
are expressed through a multi-religious, multi-cultural, multi-racial Fellowship. The good in all faiths is honored. The Fellowship of Isis
has no particular affiliations.

The Fellowship is organized on a democratic basis. All members have equal privileges within it, whether as a single member or part of
an Iseum or Lyceum This manifesto applies also to the daughter societies: the College Of Isis, the Spiral of the Adepti, the Spiral of
Alchemy, the Noble Order of Tara, and the Druid Clan of Dana.

The Fellowship respects the freedom of conscience of each member. There are no vows required or commitments to secrecy. All
Fellowship activities are optional and members are free to resign without question. Membership is free.

The Fellowship reverences all manifestations of Life. The God also is venerated. The Rites exclude any form of sacrifice, whether actual
or symbolic. Nature is revered and conserved. The work of the Noble Order of Tara is for conservation of Nature.

The Fellowship accepts religious toleration, and is not exclusivist. Members are free to maintain other religious allegiances. Membership
is open to all of every religion, tradition and race. Children, listed as "Children of Isis", are welcomed, subject to parental consent.

The Fellowship believes in the promotion of Love, Beauty and Abundance. No encouragement is given to asceticism. The Fellowship
seeks to develop friendliness, psychic gifts, happiness, and compassion for all life. The Druid Clan of Dana develops Nature's psychic
gifts.

The College of Isis has been revived after its suppression 1,500 years ago. Like Aset Shemsu, The FOI itself, it has always been alive in
the Inner Planes. It is from these Inner Planes that its return has been inspired. Magi degrees may be conferred through Lyceums of the
College. Correspondence courses are offered. There are no vows nor secrecy.

Iseums are the very Hearths of the Goddess, or Goddess and God to Whom they are dedicated. These are listed, along with Lyceums in
every Isian News. Tara Priories and Dana Groves are also listed regularly. All these centers and Isian News are for FOl members only.

The Fellowship of Isis Foundation Union Triad is over-all Custodian for the Fellowship. The Fellowship of Isis Priesthood is derived
from a hereditary line of the Robertson from Ancient Egypt. Priestesses, priests, every member, have equal honor. Priestesses and Priests
work with the Goddess - or Goddess and God - of their own Faith. Every human, animal, bird, tree is an eternal offspring of the Mother
Goddess's Divine Family of Life.
